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EDITORIAL

Amazonica entra no segundo ano e traz aos leitores artigos que refletem sobre
a dificil interlocugdo entre povos indigenas e ndo-indigenas, que se caracteriza
pela luta pela sobrevivéncia cultural dos primeiros que tém como “adversario”
as dificuldades relativas a compreensiao da diversidade, expressas de indmeras
formas. O artigo sobre os Mbyd-Guarani no sul do Brasil de autoria de Sergio
Baptista da Silva, Martin César Tempass e Carolina Schneider Comandulli traz a
publico a diferenciada compreensio de territério dos Mbya-Guarani, fundamental
ao processo de demarcagao de terras, que conflita com a (in)compreensio dos
ndo-indigenas, mas que deve ser vencida para garantir a livre determinagio dos
povos etnicamente diferenciados, sob pena de desconsiderar a secular mobilida-
de entre fronteiras internacionais. Noelia Entiz contribui ao debate, refletindo
sobre a educagido escolar indigena que se (em/de)bate entre os modelos intet-
vencionistas e patticipativos, os primeiros que desconhecem a autonomia dos
povos indigenas e o segundo que contempla as necessidade de formagiao de qua-
dros politicos para intermediar disputas historicas. Se a leitura dos especialistas
em Guarani parece distanciada do cotidiano amazonico, é preciso pensatr que 0s
Guarani, pela mobilidade encontram-se na Amazonia, além dela se originar. A
mobilidade territorial ¢ enfocada também no artigo de Fabiola Andrea Silva e
Francisco Forte Stuchi, que avaliam as razdes para a mobilidade Kaiabi na fron-
teira entre o Mato Grosso e o Para, com implica¢oes para a arqueologia. Luciana
Barroso Franca se debruga sobre conflitos intra-étnicos no espago da aldeia,
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entre dois grupos tupi-guarani, em contato forcado por contingéncias historicas.

A partir do artigo de Gnecco, que discute os discursos arqueolégicos sobre o
outro e suas implicagdes para o presente — e futuro — fazemos a transi¢ao para a
arqueologia, que é contemplada com o instigante artigo do Sanna Saunaluoma,
que traz novos dados e perspectivas sobre os sitios monumentais do Acre e da
Bolivia.

Contribuindo com as discussoes sobre as relacdes sociais produzida pelas trocas
em feiras, que revelam outras chaves de entendimento, publicamos o relatério
de pesquisa de Gutemberg Armando Diniz Guerra e César Augusto Martins de
Souza sobre o caso de Altamira, na area do Xingu.

Complementando e informando sobre as possibilidades de ampliar o olhar sobre
a Amazonia, o ensaio fotografico, as noticias de pesquisa, os resumos de teses e
dissertagoes, assim como as resenhas brindam o leitor com a multiplicidade de
produgdes sobre a regido.

Agradecemos ao Conselho Editorial e aos andénimos pareceristas que examina-
ram dezenas de artigos, alguns deles ndo aceitos para publicacio, ¢ aos autores
dos artigos que aqui apresentamos pelas contribuicdes e paciéncia com o pro-
cesso editorial.

Convidamos os leitores a submeterem artigos e outras contribui¢cdes por inter-
médio do site da Revista.

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EDITORIAL

Amazonica enters its second year, and brings to readers articles that reflect on the
thorny dialogue between indigenous and non-indigenous persons, which is cha-
racterized by the struggle for cultural survival of the former, that struggle itself
reflective of difficulties regarding the understanding of diversity, as expressed in
myriad ways. The article on the Mbyd-Guarani in southern Brazil, written by Ser-
gio Baptista da Silva, Martin Cesar Tempass, and Carolina Schneider Comandulli,
presents a Mbyd-Guarani particular understanding of territory, fundamental to
the process of land demarcation, which conflicts with the nonindigenous view.
That nonindigenous view arguably needs to be overcome in order to ensure the
free will of ethnically distinct peoples, accustomed to secular mobility across in-
ternational borders. Noelia Enriz contributes to this debate by considering indi-
genous education, which is framed in terms of interventionist and participatory
models. Interventionist models distegard the autonomy of indigenous people;
in contrast, participatory ones focus on political training in order to mediate
historical struggles. If the articles on the Guarani seem far removed from our
regional focus, we must remember that Guarani mobility brought them back to
the Amazon region, where they originated. Territorial mobility is also highlighted
in the article by Fabiola Andrea Silva and Francisco Forte Stuchi. They evaluate
the reasons for Kaiabi mobility along the border between Mato Grosso and Para,
with implications for archaeology. Luciana Barroso Franca stresses intra-ethnic
conflicts within the village, between two Tupi-Guarani groups, in contact resul-

ting from historical contingencies.

From the article by Gnecco, who discusses archaeological discourse vis-a-vis the
Other, together with its implications for the present - and future - we make the
transition to archaeology, which is intimated in the provocative article by Sanna
Saunaluoma, who brings new information and perspectives on monumental sites
of Acre and Bolivia.

Contributing to discussions on the social relations produced by trade fairs, which
show other keys to understanding Amazonia in its current manifestations, we
publish the research report by Gutemberg Armando Diniz Guerra and César
Augusto Martins de Souza on the case of Altamira, Xingu river area.

These papers in the aggregate complement and further inform efforts to ex-
tending outward our look on Amazon through the photo essay, research news,
abstracts of theses and dissertations, and book reviews. These offer the reader a
multiplicity of academic works on the region.

We thank the editorial board and anonymous reviewers for this issue as well as
the authors of the articles presented herein for their contributions and patience
with the editorial process.

We take the opportunity to extend a continuing invitation to readers of Ama-
zonica to submit articles and other contributions through the website of the
Journal.
